Organizations partner with TDA to serve meals in areas where more than 50 percent of
children are eligible for free or reduced-price meals in the National School Lunch Program.
Eligible sponsoring organizations include schools, faith-based groups, nonprofit summer
camps, government agencies and other tax-exempt organizations. All meal sites must be
sponsored by an organization that has a contract with TDA.
